COGNITION:

· Who are the characters in the story?

· What are the different settings in the book?

· Which of these best describes Grace: selfish, imaginative or silly?

INTERPRETATION:

· Which of these seems to be the main idea of the story?

· Most girls are ballerinas.

· You can do whatever you set your mind to do.

· Boys are better than girls.

· Girls can’t be Peter Pan.

· Why was the section about her grandmother’s taking her to the ballet important to the story?

· After the ballet, what decision does Grace make?  Why?

· What do you think might happen when Grace is grown up?

CRITICAL STANCE:

· Why do you think that the author wrote this story?

· To persuade you to become an actor

· To teach you facts about Peter Pan

· To teach you to believe in yourself.

· Why do you think that the author chose to start the selection by telling you that Grace likes to pretend to be characters from stories?

· What characters did Grace choose to be in the beginning of the book?  Why do you think the author chose these characters?

· What effect does the author’s choice of “Amazing” in the title have on the piece?  What other choices could the author have made for the title?

· If the author wrote another book, what might it be about?

CONNECTIONS:

· How is this selection like Bobby and the Play?  (In guided reading section of Media Center)

· When have you experienced something similar to Grace’s story?  When have you been like Raj?

· What would Martin Luther King think about this story?
